To participate in the conference you should send an E-Mail with you contact information and attach a file of your paper to: conference@kuzstu.ru
The paper should be formatted in accordance with the template (http://science.kuzstu.ru/event/event-reports/conference/sym/4_eng/).

The file name of the attached paper should be the name of the first author (for example, Smith A.doc).

PAPERS FOR THE CONFERENCE PROCEEDINGS

The language of the Symposium is English.

The paper should contain an abstract in English (max. 200 words).

The paper should be of 6 to 7 pages. One paper shouldn’t have more than five authors. 

The text should be typed in Word 2007/2003. The text can be illustrated with diagrams and tables. All the illustrations must be performed in black-and-white color.

The paper should have sections such as Abstract, Introduction, Results and Discussion, Conclusion, etc.

References should be made in accordance with Publishers requirements (see Appendix 1). References should be made only to the sources from international journals. 

The number of references in the list of references should not be less than 10;

Self-citations should not exceed 10%.

The organizing committee may refuse the papers which do not correspond to the topics of the conference or are improperly formatted.
